Combination League and gain promotion to 
the FA Women’s Premier League for the first 
time in the club’s history. 

The club has had top 4 finishes in the newly The club has had top 4 finishes in the newly 
branded FA National League Northern 
Premier Division since it launched. With our 
best position being 2 years ago when we 
narrowly missed out on the top place, 
finishing second. 

Sam Griffiths became head coach in 2018/19 after a long 
association with the club as a player. In 2021 the club 
became a stakeholder in Mickleover FC, giving the club 
a permanent home and where we now play our home 
games.

The club makes excellent provision for junior players to The club makes excellent provision for junior players to 
move through the ranks to open age football with over 
60% of the current senior team squad starting their 
Derby County careers in our academy. 

Every team within the club has a partner, rather than a Every team within the club has a partner, rather than a 
sponsor and the relationships we have with these 
partners, saw us through a difficult period when the 
men’s club went into administration recently. However, 
the new owners have stabilised the club and bought the 
Women’s arm within the umbrella of the main club, 
Derby County now firmly operate a ONECLUB approach. 

The Women’s team have their own hub and access to the The Women’s team have their own hub and access to the 
excellent facilities at the Cat A training ground at Moor 
Farm. This closer association with the men’s club has 
led to DCFCW playing some fixtures at Pride Park 
against Nottingham Forest, where the fixture last 
season broke the Northern Premier Division attendance 
record with over 5,400 attending.

Derby County Women was formed in 1990. Since then, the club has grown organically 
from just one senior team to be the largest girls and ladies club in the Derbyshire area, 
with teams at every age level from U8’s upwards.
